The Lord's Supper is for all who are baptized and a professing member in good standing
at a church that professes the gospel. The Lord prepares the table for those displeased
with themselves because of their sins, but who nevertheless trust that their sins are
pardoned and that their continuing weakness is covered by the blood of Christ, and who
desire more and more to strengthen their faith and to walk by the Spirit.

But those who are unbelieving or living in ungodliness should not come to the table
until they reform their lives, for one should not dishonor God’s covenant and bring
down his anger upon the entire congregation. Instead, use this time to meditate on the
following prayer: Lord Jesus Christ, | admit that | am weaker and more sinful than | ever
dared admit, but through you | am more loved and accepted than | ever dared hope. |
thank you for paying my debt on the cross, taking what | deserved in order to offer me
complete forgiveness. Knowing that you have been raised from the dead, | turn from
my sins and receive you as my Lord and Savior. Amen.
